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Dear Friends, 
 
   Summer is a time, it seems, when life moves slower. Perhaps it’s due to the 
oppressive humidity, or to the fact that school is out.  It’s a time to meander and to 
dream.  The Celts taught that God is present in everything, God is everywhere that 
we are. However, as we journey through our lives, trials and tribulations toughen us, 
gradually encasing us in an invisible but very thick barrier that blocks us from experiencing God. This 
barrier eventually blocks us from each other.   But the Celts’ wisdom continues: there are places where 
God can and does break through, places that soften the barrier of division.  The Celts called these “thin 
places;” it is there that God’s presence is felt in a different, powerful way. For some of you, it could be 
a place as dramatic as the Grand Canyon and for others a place a simple as a child’s hand presenting 
you with a bouquet of dandelions. For me a very thin place was the west coast of Ireland, a country I 
visited a few years ago. The biting salt air, the sounds of birds and sea, and the roughness of the terrain 
-this was a very thin place where God broke through in a gentle powerful way. 
   The invitation this summer is to recall a “thin place” in your life -- pray from that place or open your 
heart to find your “thin place.” It is there. 
   In our church we are blessed with a “collective thin place.”  Many of you have shared how during 
worship it is the faces of our children that warm your heart for God. I remember one Sunday during my 
first year with you looking out before worship began and seeing a little boy animatedly sharing 
something with his mom, his gesturing hands and exciting chatter framed by the soft light of the church 
window -- that scene was the prelude for my worship that Sunday.   
   Each Sunday we look into the faces of our children and see freshness, beauty, honesty, sometimes 
enthusiasm, curiosity and humor, sometimes reluctance and worry. We experience the wisdom of 
Jesus’ invitation to become like these little children; we experience God in a unique way.   The children 
find the soft spot in our hearts; a “collective thin place” for which we are grateful.   
   At a time when many of our thick barriers to God are made up of economic woes, devastating oil 
spills, and tragic floods, let us pray for each other, pray that God may open us up to God’s presence, 
which is everywhere and in everything.  Let us pray for an awareness of our thin places and soft spots 
and be grateful for our children.

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Mission Month of May Wrapup  
Practice what you preach… Do onto others… 
Walk in the footsteps of Christ…  
You're heard these encouragements before, but 
we all need reminders to live our love. Mission 
Month of May recaps some of the outstanding 
efforts we've made as a community, but it's also 
a reminder of the great need in the world and the 
urgency to do more. Here's a roundup of our 
guests and their messages. 
Family Promise of Bergen County.  Kate 
Duggan described the work-in-progress 
transformation of the Interreligious Fellowship for 
the Homeless (IRF) into Family Promise of 
Bergen County. The challenge to PCIN: Can we 
assist by cooking meals and being there for 
homeless families temporarily housed by nearby 
host congregations such as St. Andrews Church 
in Harrington Park? 
Habitat for Humanity.  Jacey Raimondo, the 
new Executive Director of Habitat for Humanity 
Bergen County, reminded us of the need for low-
cost housing and the partnership model that is 
the backbone of the organization -- families 
invest sweat equity and pay mortgages that fund 
future building projects. PCIN followed through 
sending a dozen volunteers to the Zoe's Place 
project on June 12. 
Haiti.   Dr. Alan Gwertzman, the head of 
anesthesiology at Holy Name hospital, joined us 
to describe the situation in Haiti in the wake of 
the earthquake. He and a group of doctors flew 
down to perform emergency operations saving 
many lives. Their initial trip was followed by 
many trips offering medical assistance where it is 
needed. He shared stories and slides that were 
equally harrowing and inspiring.What became 
evident as Dr. Gwertzman spoke was that as he 
helped the sick and wounded people in Haiti his 
own life was deeply changed. As he put it, he 
reawakened his initial call to save lives through 
medicine. In addition to the $10,000 PCIN has 
raised toward relief efforts through GHESKIO, 
Presbyterian Disaster Assistance and the Hope 
For Haiti concert, we donated $435 to the 
Women of Milot Foundation, which is a group 
that supports these medical relief missions.

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WATER BOTTLES... 

Have you ever noticed the amount 
of water bottles we as a society 
throw away!!!   I noticed at the 
beginning of the school year that all 
the water bottles the children bring 
into school just get thrown in the 
garbage.  The amount was 
staggering!!!  What can you do as an 
individual to help limit the amount of 
plastic water bottles? Here are two 
things the Hampton family has done 
to try to “live greener.” 

Water:   
You can purchase reusable water 
bottles made of stainless steel.  With 
a short conversation with my family 
that we will no longer be purchasing 
plastic water bottles and that they 
will need to keep track of their new 
stainless steel water bottle, we did 
not purchase ANY plastic water 
bottles for the entire school year!!  
Klean Kanteen stainless steel water 
bottles are great.  They come in all 
different sizes and colors.  We have 
used them all year and they are still 
in great shape and do not smell or 
make the water taste funny. 
 
Seltzer: 
If you are  seltzer drinker, this is the 
best idea yet.  In our house we all 
drink a lot of seltzer.  Every trip to 
the store we would bring back about 
5-6 plastic seltzer bottles.  It seemed 
so wasteful, even though we 
recycled them all.  
Soda stream makes a seltzer/soda 
maker for your home. It is small 
machine, not much larger than a 
regular-sized soda bottle, that fits 
right on your counter and takes a 
large CO2 cartridge, which are 
reusable, and comes with their own, 
reusable, heavy-duty plastic 
bottles.  Each cartridge makes about 
100 bottles of seltzer.  We no longer 
purchase any seltzer at the store 
and we have been using the same 
four seltzer bottles for about 4 
months now.
